In Spring 2016 Fashion Congress  was attended by over 300 FASHION INDUSTRY specialists from different regions of Russia and abroad. Representatives of over 80 retail chains, department stores and shops came to the Fashion Congress from Moscow, St. Petersburg, Veliky Novgorod, Yaroslavl, Arkhangelsk, Krasnodar, Oryol, Pskov, Tyumen, Tallinn and other cities to discuss key business issues, share with professional experience and get the latest information about fashion trends from leading experts and analysts of the fashion.

SPECIAL BUYER PROGRAM 
In spring 2016 the FASHION INDUSTRY International Tradefair was visited by over 4 000 specialists and buyers. They were owners of retail shops, buyers, wholesale purchasing agents, distributors and importers of fashion garments from Moscow, St. Petersburg, Anapa, Arkhangelsk, Belgorod, Bratsk, Veliky Novgorod, Vladivostok, Vladimir, Volgograd, Vologda, Voronezh, Yekaterinburg, Zlatoust, Ivangorod, Ivanovo, Irkutsk, Kazan, Kostroma, Lipetsk, Magnitogorsk, Murmansk, Novosibirsk, Omsk, Penza, Perm, Moscow, Pskov, Pyatigorsk, Samara, Severodvinsk, Syktyvkar, Tambov, Moscow, Ulyanovsk, Ufa, Cheboksary, Chelyabinsk, Yakutsk, Yaroslavl etc. We are pleased to note that our tradefair is visited by specialists from foreign cities: Astana, Aktobe, Vitebsk, Bishkek, Grodno, Dallas, Karaganda, Tallinn, Tiraspol etc. The proportion between fashion specialists and buyers were: 72%  buyers and 8% specialists of the industry. In frames of Special Buyers Programme presentations of biggest exhibitors were organized for professional visitors of the Tradefair.
The Business Centre was open for exhibitors and professional visitors during all 4 days of the tradefair.  It was a place for intensive workshops, master classes and discussion of key issues of fashion business development for buyers and professionals. There was an opportunity to use office equipment and free-of-charge Internet at the Business centre.
The project “Valuable staff for Fashion Industry” was organized at the Tradefair in cooperation with the portal FashionUnited. The project was realized as a vacancies job fair for industry professionals - both employers and job seekers. During 4 days of the Tradefair it was participated by over 200 people appealed for help in finding work. In frames of the project, leading fashion companies of St. Petersburg and Russia were consulted by HR professionals and get the opportunity to find valuable staff for their vacancies.
Competition of young designers “GENERATION NEXT”

The final of  XV International competition of young designers "Generation NEXT" was held during "Fashion industry" Tradefair. It was attended by 70 students and graduates of specialized Universities and Colleges. This year the Competition for the first time was given with the theme  - "National-Multicultural-Universal". 

The following projects were presented during the final:

· in the direction of "textiles" – 41 projects;

· in the direction of "Suit" – 20 designs (clothes) and 2 of the project (accessories);

· in the direction of "Graphic design in fashion industry" – 7 projects.

The experts noted that this spring, the Competition featured a lot of projects in the field of "textiles", and among them one can mention the works in the technique of hand weaving from different schools.
